Student Parking Regulations/Permission form

Vehicle Registration: All vehicles parked on the campus of Carroll High School must be registered with
the School’s Student Affairs Office and must display a proper Carroll High School parking permit. To
obtain a parking permit, students must provide the following information when registering their vehicle:

o Name, address, telephone number and grade.

o Year, make, model, and color of the vehicle, and valid Florida Tag number with registration.

o Driver’s license number and insurance information. Information. All students registering a vehicle for
parking shall be required to submit a copy of their valid driver’s license and insurance with their vehicle
registration form.

o The student and parent/legal guardian must also sign this form acknowledging their compliance to all
campus parking regulation.

o Failure to properly register a vehicle will result in fines and possibly the removal of the vehicle form

campus at the owner’s expense.

Registration Fees: All students who register a vehicle for campus parking must pay the appropriate
registration fee of $150.00 at the time of registration. Parking fee is non-refundable and permits are
non-transferable.

Parking Regulations:

o Parking on the campus of Archbishop Coleman F. Carroll Catholic High School is a privilege, not a
right, and may be revoked at the discretion of the school administration.

o All students must have a permit to park on campus.

o No student may loan, sell or otherwise transfer a parking permit to another student. Doing so will
result in the permanent revocation of the student’s parking privilege for the remainder of the
school year.

o Permits must be displayed while the vehicle is parked on campus.

o Students temporarily driving a different vehicle to school may use their permit for that vehicle but must
register the vehicle with the Student Affairs Office.

o Students who sell their registered vehicle may retain their permit for their new vehicle or turn it in to the
Attendance Office if they are not getting another vehicle. If a new vehicle will be driven to school,
students must register it with the Student Affairs Office.

o Students shall park only in those areas authorized by their permit. Parking in any lot designated for
or the possible removal of the vehicle from the campus.

e Students are not permitted to go to their vehicle during the school day FOR ANY REASON. Please
bring all books or other items that you will need during the school day to class with you when you arrive
on campus.

o Students shall not occupy their vehicles FOR ANY REASON while on campus during the school day.

o No student shall loiter in any parking lot on the campus of Archbishop Coleman F. Carroll Catholic High
School. Before school, students shall proceed directly to the main campus and after school shall

immediately vacate the parking lot.

e Students are not authorized to drive their personal vehicles anywhere on campus other than within the
designated parking lot. No student shall park his or her personal vehicle at eh breezeway, the visitor
parking lot, any unpaved area, or adjacent to any sport field.

o All students driving and parking on school campus must at all times operate his or her vehicle in a safe
manner and observe the speed limit established by the school.

e Students who are habitually tardy (3 unexcused tardies per semester) or who use his or her vehicle
to skip school or leave campus without authorization may have be assigned Thursday Detentions.

e Archbishop Coleman F. Carroll Catholic High School is not responsible for any damage, vandalism or
theft of vehicles parked on school property.

o Any fraudulent parking application will result in the permanent revocation of a student’s parking
privileges for the remainder of the school year.

Fines and Penalties: Archbishop Coleman F. Carroll Catholic High School’s parking regulations shall be
strictly enforced.
